Workload: You are expected to move along the schedule described further in this document. During each of the first seven two-week periods you are requested to submit the following:

1. Two translated audio texts of at least two minutes each from RTS or HRT
2. Two translated texts of at least 200 wordforms from Politika, Oslobođenje, or Večernji list
3. Two compositions about the topics covered in the texts mentioned in 1 and 2
4. Four grammatical exercises from the Ćosić’s texbook,

5. Pay two ten-minute conversation visits to the instructor’s office hours OR make two phone calls to the instructor at the aforementioned times for conversation in BCS.
In addition, you are expected to attend at least two immersion events during the semester. The last two-week period comprises bonus materials.

Grading: A+ will be earned if all activities listed under Workload are fully completed. Each two-week period completed in more than 50 and less than 100 percent will reduce the grade for one half of a point (e.g., from A+ to A). Bonus points can be earned during the last two-week period to increase the grade for not more than two points.
