Objectives Students are expected to attain level 2 language skills in reading (working proficiency, with other skills exceeding level 1+) as defined by the US Interagency Language Roundtable (ILR). This level of proficiency corresponds to the advanced level as defined by the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL). On the Defense Language Institute scale of foreign language complexity, which ranges from 1 (simplest) to 4 (most difficult), the value of Polish is 3, with only languages such as Arabic, Korean, Japanese and Chinese being more difficult. Ample individual work will be needed to reach the desired level during a two-month course.

Methodology and Grading Policy The course will principally use the communicative contrastive approach. In general, the course will be focused on reviewing the grammar while building reading and listening heuristics as well as techniques of efficient conversation and correspondence. Elements of grammar-and-text methodology will be mediated by simplified decision-making schemata and heuristics. Special emphasis will be put on the cross-cultural differences. Students will be graded on the A (excellent) to E (fail) scale depending on proficiency level reachedThe coursework will contribute toward the final grade approximately as follows: Attendance and participation:20 %, Homework:15 %,Quizzes:15 %,Midterm exam: 20 %,Final exam: 30 %

Course Outline The coursework consists of the following: a) classes centered around the textbook (only selected segments to allow time for authentic materials) with ample role-playing exercises and discussions related to authentic materials, b). homework assignments including preparation of authentic materials to be discussed in the class, c). individual audio and computer lab work, d) immersion activities. This course will put a much higher emphasis on the active participation on the part of the students than did the Intensive Introductory Polish. The course will encourage cooperative rather than competitive relations among students in a relaxed and friendly atmosphere. At the beginning of each four-week period students will be sent eight authentic texts. Rolling homework will be assigned to prepare these texts (look for dictionary and grammar explanations at http://polish.slavic.pitt.edu and http://sjp.pwn.pl use the tagger http://www.asusilc.net/cgi-bin/newtepajgu.pl?lang=pl and e-mail me with any questions). First twenty minutes of each class will be devoted to discussing these texts.
