Note: these instructions are intended primarily for the students, but they are also disseminated to the native speakers so that they are aware of the level of communication and range of possible topics. In addition, native speakers are asked not to overcorrect and encouraged to use common words and simple structures as well as to rephrase each time they feel a student exhibit difficulty to understand them.
POL 101

Review the vocabulary used to greet, farewell, thank, introduce yourself. Be prepared to answer the question: Why do you learn Polish? Repeat numbers 1 – 100. Prepare vocabulary to shop for groceries. Repeat questions: What is this? How is it like? Review a few adjectives which describe food (tasty, good, bad, sour, sweet, fat, tasteless, etc.). Choose one dish from the menu, try it and remember its name. Read a few Polish labels from products and ask the native speaker about their meanings.

POL 201 

Review the vocabulary to shop for groceries. Prepare the vocabulary which describes spices. Take the initiative, ask your native speaker interlocutor about Polish food. Be prepared to ask questions: Do you like Polish food? Do you prepare Polish food at home? Do you buy food in this shop? What kind of foods and drinks do you like? Extend the discussion to what usually Poles eat for breakfast, dinner, and supper. Do they eat lunch? Try to tell your interlocutor about your favorite foods and drinks. Be prepared to answer the native speaker’s questions: Why do you learn Polish? Is this language difficult for you? What do you do? Where are you from? 

POL 311

Be prepared for a small discussion with a Polish language speaker. Read articles on the Internet about unusual food. Be prepared to describe this food to your interlocutor. Ask your interlocutor about his/her unusual experiences with food. Try to elicit your interlocutor’s opinion about eating unusual food.
