Movie Night – pre-immersion in-class and homework activities

Note: these instructions are intended primarily for the students, but they are also disseminated to the native speakers so that they are aware of the level of communication and range of possible topics. In addition, native speakers are asked not to overcorrect and encouraged to use common words and simple structures as well as to rephrase each time they feel a student exhibit difficulty to understand them.

POL 101

Watch a selected movie in Polish. Write down words and phrases related to politeness (bon appétit, cheers, please, sit down). Note at least 10 words that you don’t understand. Check them in your dictionary and remember their meanings. 
POL 201

Prepare vocabulary related to movies (director, movie, screenplay, producer, screenwriter, etc.). Watch a selected movie in Polish. Talk about the problem presented in the movie you just saw.

POL 311

Prepare the vocabulary and the phrases to discuss about movie in general. Think about your favorite director and his/her movies. If you ever saw any Polish movies, remember them. Watch a selected movie in Polish. Start the discussion from a description of the Polish cinema. Share your opinions with others.
