Lesson Plan

Family Album
Objectives

Students will

· research family related Russian vocabulary
· present their family information with photos
· ask and answer questions about family relationships in Russian
· draw and write a family tree using words describing ties between relatives

Materials
· family photos
· computers with Internet access

· encyclopedia and other relevant materials

· dictionary
Procedures

1. Start with showing old family photos and telling students about family relations in Russia and Central Asia.  
2. Write on a board few difficult terms describing family ties (mother-in-law for husband and wife, father-in-law for husband and wife, etc.)

3. Ask students to show their photos and tell the class about their family.  Encourage dialogs among students by asking open-ended questions:  Where did your family originated?  When did they come to the US, Arizona?  
4. Written exercise: students will draw a family tree using Russian terms describing the relationships among relatives.
5. Explain the importance of extended family in Central Asia.  Talk about family traditions and compare them with American ones. 

Evaluations
Students will be graded on the Russian grading scale 1-5:

5: Students participated actively in class discussions; worked effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a compelling and interesting presentation to the class.

4: Students participated in class discussions; worked somewhat effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a competent presentation to the class.

3: Students poorly participated in class discussions; did not complete their presentation to the class, but completed their essays.
2: Students did not participate in class discussions; did not complete their essays; and did not complete their presentation to the class.

1: Students did not come to the class.
