Lesson Plan

Groceries List
Objectives

Students will

· learn and use new vocabulary related to the groceries shopping
· prepare a list of needed groceries

· go to one of the Russian groceries stores in Phoenix

· engage in conversation with shop owners or salespeople in Russian
· discuss prices, products and tastes
Materials
· pen and paper
· transportation to the store
· computers with Internet access

· encyclopedia and other relevant materials

· dictionary
Procedures

1. Instructions will be given prior to groceries shopping as a home work.
2. After the shopping trip, students will share their experience at the stores.

3. Students compare the groceries lists and prices (paid or learned)
4. Ask these questions: Did you like the customer service?  Did you find any unusual products and what are they?  What kinds of sweets were offered at the stores?  Did you talk to salespeople or other shoppers and what about?
5. Have a free conversation about groceries shopping in Russia and Central Asia.  Talk about similarities and differences (bargaining at bazaars).

Evaluations
Students will be graded on the Russian grading scale 1-5:

5: Students participated actively in class discussions; worked effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a compelling and interesting presentation to the class.

4: Students participated in class discussions; worked somewhat effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a competent presentation to the class.

3: Students poorly participated in class discussions; did not complete their presentation to the class, but completed their essays.
2: Students did not participate in class discussions; did not complete their essays; and did not complete their presentation to the class.

1: Students did not come to the class.
Vocabulary
Develop vocabulary list for students who did not recognize the words in presentations.  Students will use the Russian Tagger first to translate new vocabulary.
