Russian Media
Objectives

Students will

· research Russian media 
· read an article on Central Asian issue

· present information in the article 
· ask and answer questions about Russian media
· make and defend an opinion on objectiveness of the article  
Materials
· Russian newspapers and magazines, online news
· computers with Internet access

· encyclopedia and other relevant materials

· dictionary
Procedures

1. Start with general information on Russian media.  What are its outlets?  How many Russian newspapers students know?  What news websites have they visited? 
2. What were their search criteria for an article?  What are the current issues?

3. Students will make short presentation on selected articles.  Encourage open-ended questions to learn more about information presented.  

4. Pose these questions: Was the article balanced or biased?  How can you tell?  How do Russian media compare to the US media?  
5. Students will grade each other on presentation and analysis of the article.

Evaluations
Students will be graded on the Russian grading scale 1-5:

5: Students participated actively in class discussions; worked effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a compelling and interesting presentation to the class.

4: Students participated in class discussions; worked somewhat effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a competent presentation to the class.

3: Students poorly participated in class discussions; did not complete their presentation to the class, but completed their essays.
2: Students did not participate in class discussions; did not complete their essays; and did not complete their presentation to the class.

1: Students did not come to the class.
Vocabulary
Develop vocabulary list for students who did not recognize the words in presentations.
