Lesson Plan

Movie Night
Objectives

Students will

· watch a selected contemporary movie in Russian language
· learn and use new vocabulary related to the film and movies in general
· discuss and give critique to the selected film
· ask and answer questions movies in general
Materials
· DVD or Video player

· Russian film on DVD/Video 
· computers with Internet access

· encyclopedia and other relevant materials

· dictionary
Procedures

1. Introduce a selected film by telling some background information on timeline, director and actors.
2. Students will watch the movie without translation.

3. Students will write unrecognized words and phrases to discuss them later.
4. Ask for movie critique; engage in discussion using new vocabulary.

5. Students will have a free discussion of the movies in general, recent releases, favorite genres, and whether or not they listen to movie critics.  
6. Vote to see if this movie gets “two thumbs up” or less.

Evaluations
Students will be graded on the Russian grading scale 1-5:

5: Students participated actively in class discussions; worked effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a compelling and interesting presentation to the class.

4: Students participated in class discussions; worked somewhat effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a competent presentation to the class.

3: Students poorly participated in class discussions; did not complete their presentation to the class, but completed their essays.
2: Students did not participate in class discussions; did not complete their essays; and did not complete their presentation to the class.

1: Students did not come to the class.
Vocabulary
Develop vocabulary list for students who did not recognize the words in presentations.  Students will use the Russian Tagger first to translate new vocabulary.
