Lesson Plan

Central Asia after the Cold War
Objectives

Students will

· research information on current political state of Central Asian countries
· learn and use new vocabulary related to politics
· make presentations on political situation in Central Asia after the Cold War 
· ask and answer questions about Central Asian politics
· recognize presidents and regimes in Central Asian states
Materials
· newspapers, magazines and online sources 
· computers with Internet access

· encyclopedia and other relevant materials

· dictionary
· PowerPoint presentation or printed materials

Procedures

1. Determine history milestones in Central Asia (entry into the USSR, end of Cold War, breakup of the former Soviet Union, Independence from Russia, first presidential elections).
2. Students will make short presentation on each country’s political state.

3. Engage in a conversation discussing each country.

4. Pose questions: What changes have been made to the political structure of these countries?  What has not been changed?  
Evaluations
Students will be graded on the Russian grading scale 1-5:

5: Students participated actively in class discussions; worked effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a compelling and interesting presentation to the class.

4: Students participated in class discussions; worked somewhat effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a competent presentation to the class.

3: Students poorly participated in class discussions; did not complete their presentation to the class, but completed their essays.
2: Students did not participate in class discussions; did not complete their essays; and did not complete their presentation to the class.

1: Students did not come to the class.

Develop vocabulary list for students who did not recognize the words in presentations.  Students will use the Russian Tagger first to translate new vocabulary.
