Lesson Plan

My Big Fat Wedding
Objectives

Students will

· learn and use new vocabulary related to wedding celebration in Russia and Central Asia
· Research wedding traditions of Russia and Central Asian countries
· Watch a movie “My Big Fat Armenian Wedding” in Russian

· Make a short presentation on the topic
· engage in conversation about weddings in general

· write an essay on wedding traditions

Materials
· “My Big Fat Armenian Wedding” DVD, DVD player

· Newspapers and magazines
· Online media
· computers with Internet access

· encyclopedia and other relevant materials

· dictionary
Procedures

1. Start by discussing the wedding traditions in Russia and Central Asia.

2. Talk about weddings in general, religious, formal, Western and traditional.
3. Students will make short presentation on country specific wedding traditions.

4. Students will watch part of the movie “My Big Fat Armenian Wedding” in class

5. Students will discuss what was presented.
6. Ask these questions: What traditions are similar and different from American weddings?  Tell us about your experiences at the weddings?  Which culture’s wedding would you like to witness and why?
Evaluations
Students will be graded on the Russian grading scale 1-5:

5: Students participated actively in class discussions; worked effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a compelling and interesting presentation to the class.

4: Students participated in class discussions; worked somewhat effectively with their group in planning their presentation; and made a competent presentation to the class.

3: Students poorly participated in class discussions; did not complete their presentation to the class, but completed their essays.
2: Students did not participate in class discussions; did not complete their essays; and did not complete their presentation to the class.

1: Students did not come to the class.
Vocabulary
Develop vocabulary list for students who did not recognize the words in presentations.  Students will use the Russian Tagger first to translate new vocabulary.
