Pre-immersion Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian soccer in-class and homework activities

Note: These instructions are intended primarily for the students, but they are also disseminated to the native speakers so that they are aware of the level of communication and the range of possible topics. In addition, native speakers are asked not to overcorrect and encouraged to use common words and simple structures as well as to rephrase each time they feel a student exhibits difficulty to understand them.
BCS 101
Go to: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Soccer and learn the rules of soccer. 
Review the words and phrases needed to greet, introduce yourself and ask about different objects.

Learn numbers 1-10 and listen to the native speakers referring to the result of the game.

Review possessive pronouns (they will be needed to indicate the possession of the ball).

Learn several basic soccer terms (team, player, ball, field, goal, foul, corner)

Observe native speakers, in particular their body language when they greet and address each other.

BCS 201
Learn the vocabulary needed to discuss amateur and professional engagement in soccer.

Use the breaks from playing, pre- and post-game time to ask the native speakers when they got interested in soccer, which were the most memorable moments in the soccer history of their country. Ask about other sports popular in the region.
BCS 311
Prepare the vocabulary and the phrases to discuss why soccer is so popular in Europe and most unpopular in the United States. Prepare to state your opinion about this dilemma. Try to spread the discussion to why some people like sports and others do not, why are some sports popular in some regions and not in others. Use pre- and post-game time and the halftime for those discussions.
